Munich, 1 June 2022 — Journalist, reserve officer and former Kiel
government spokesperson Knut Peters (62) has taken over as
Head of Corporate Communications at the defence technology
manufacturer Krauss-Maffei Wegmann GmbH & Co. KG (KMW) in
Munich.
